Treasurer’s Report—Anne Bourner

2. The calendar of regularly scheduled meetings for the upcoming year was presented for discussion and approval by Susan Colbert.  John Clendenin moved and Bob Taylor seconded that it be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.
3. Anne Bourner moved and Richard Cavalier seconded that the Non-Resident Fee Program of the State Library be continued at the rate of $63.00 for the year beginning July 1, 2017 and continuing to June 30, 2018.  The motion carried unanimously.
4. At Susan Colbert’s suggestion, Richard Cavalier moved and John Clendenin seconded that the Library close for one hour during the solar eclipse event on August 21, 2017.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Library will have 200 pair of solar eclipse glasses available for staff and patrons.
5. Susan Colbert reported that the Annual Report was submitted to the State Library on May 18, 2017.
6. The railings and steps have been replaced and that emergency exit is now available for use.
