1. New Board Member:

2. Phones:
I am still waiting to hear back from CTS regarding questions the board had from the last meeting.  I have priced phones at Wal-Mart, Best Buy, and Amazon.  I believe we can get a cordless phone system that costs between $120 and $150.  I share any new information that I have from CTS with you during the meeting.

3. Grant Update:

Listed below are the following grants we have submitted and their status:
a) Lois Lenski Covey Foundation Grant: Submitted and there will be announced in 2013
b) Union Pacific Grant Program: Submitted and there will be announce in 2013
c) PNG: We have been awarded PNG funding for an additional $12,500.  While I have submitted the award contract, it still needs to be executed by the state of Illinois and funds dispersed.

d) E-Rate:  We received our funding commitment decision letter regarding our e-rate.  Funding for our telecommunications (i.e. phone, fax, and T-1 line) were approved for the amount of $5,135.14.  Our request for funding of a new router was denied.  According to the explanation, there was not enough money available to USAC to distribute.
e) SPLMI (Small Public Library Management Institute):  The Illinois State Library is anticipating funding for SPLMI.  I have been asked to serve once again on the planning/implementation committee.  By participating in this 6-Day institute, it is the equivalent of the library receiving a training grant/scholarship for $4,000.
4. Donations/Memorials:
While we have received book and DVD donations, no monetary donations have been made since our last meeting on Sept. 10th.
5. Roof Update:
