The minutes of the January 7th meeting were read.  Moved by Mary Ann Clendenin, seconded by Helen Menke that the minutes be approved.  Motion carried unanimously.

An addendum to the January 7th meeting is:

· The actual interest that was moved in the First National Bank CD was $1219.39.

The treasurer’s report for the month of January was presented.  Moved by Anne Bourner, seconded by Darlene Prest to accept all three treasurer’s reports.  Motion carried unanimously.

The bills for January 2008 were presented.  Moved by Mary Ann Clendenin, seconded by Don Adams to pay the bills and outstanding bills, to approve up to $100 for the purchase of books at Glitter and to allow Cristy Stupegia to purchase Krispy Kreme donuts for the tax clinic.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Country Crusaders sent a note stating they will be unable to continue to do the outside gardening, watering and trash pick up this coming summer.  Darlene Prest reported that the Garden Club would water the plants, wash the front door and pick up trash.  Moved by Mary Ann Clendenin, seconded by Anne Bourner to pay the Garden Club $75 each month from April through October.  Motion carried unanimously.
Moved by Steven Gerlach, seconded by Mary Ann Clendenin to allow Susan Colbert to write a Live and Learn Construction Grant for a mini construction project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Following discussion the board asked Cristy Stupegia to make the City aware of skateboarding activity on the parking lot and to ask the City if they would be willing to display signs to restrict said activity.

Moved by Helen Menke, seconded by Darlene Prest to allow Cristy Stupegia to search for and purchase from the furnishing account an ashtray to be placed at least 15 feet from the door.  Motion carried unanimously.
Moved by Don Adams, seconded by Anne Bourner to allow the library to close a 2 p.m. February 9th so the staff may help at Glitter.  Motion carried unanimously.
Moved by Steven Gerlach, seconded by Helen Menke to accept the Librarian’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.
Domenica McDonald reported that Mary Ann Clendenin has the minutes from 2000 to the present of the computer.

Moved by Mary Ann Clendenin, seconded by Anne Bourner to go into executive session at 8:10 p.m. to discuss a personnel matter.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Sparta Library Board returned from executive session to regular session at 8:40 p.m.

It was decided that no action need be taken.

Helen Menke reported that the $20, 000 CD has been re-invested at the First National Bank of Sparta at 4.5% for 7 months.

Steven Gerlach presented the budget.  Moved by Steven Gerlach, seconded by Don Adams to accept the 2008 budget with these changes:

· Keep lawn care at $600

· Reduce Dynix fees from $3000 to $2500

Making a total budget of $258,575.  Motion carried unanimously.
