The minutes of the October 1, 2012 meeting were reviewed. It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier to accept the minutes. Motion carried unanimously.

Correspondence

There was no correspondence.

Treasurer’s Report – Anne Bourner

After some typo clarifications of the September and October Treasurer’s Reports,

It was moved by Steven Gerlach and seconded by Fran Vallo to accept the reports. 

The motion carried unanimously.

It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Bob Taylor to pay the bills and any other outstanding bills that need to be paid before the next meeting.

Executive Session

A motion was made to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel and financial matters. The motion was made by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier. The motion carried unanimously. The board went into Executive Session at 7:24 P.M.

The board returned to regular session at 8:09 P.M.
Upon returning to regular session, Richard Cavalier moved and Peggy Petkas seconded a motion to accept Lois Cunningham’s letter of retirement—effective December 31, 2012. The motion carried unanimously with the boards’ wishes that Lois enjoy a long and happy retirement.

A motion was made to offer Lois Cunningham 12-14 hours per week plus the option to work additional hours as needed by the library and with Lois’s consent. The motion was made by Peggy Petkas and seconded by Anne Bourner. The motion passes unanimously.

The discussion continued about how many hours were needed to ensure the efficient and safe operation of the library. No decision or recommendations were made at this time.

Librarian’s Report

1. Library closures in December were discussed. A motion was made by Anne Bourner and seconded by Fran Vallo to close the library December 24 and 25 and also on January 1, 2013. The motion carried unanimously.

2. Router/Broadband. Due to loss of internet access for both patrons and library staff the need for a new router has become necessary. Cristy has received permission for us to use Gates grant money to purchase the router. The router is ICN (Illinois Century Network) approved. ICN is the library’s internet provider. The cost is $1566.74. The motion was made by Fran Vallo and seconded by Bob Taylor to purchase the new router from Gates grant funds. The motion carried unanimously.

3. Carpet/Bids for Carpet Cleaning. We have two bids for carpet cleaning but one bid is afraid that more water on the carpet will cause the squares to pop up even more. Since we have a lifetime guarantee on the carpet, Cristy will contact Wilson’s Home Furnishings to come and discuss the issue. No other action was taken.
4. Liaison from Board to Glitter Committee. This job will be passed between several willing board members.

5. Donations/Memorials. There were none since the last meeting.

Anne Bourner moved and Bob Taylor seconded that the librarian’s report be accepted. The motion carried unanimously.

Old business
1. Peggy Petkas reported that she is still trying to get the city to rip out the old bushes from the flower beds. She also reported that the gazebo is officially cancelled.

2. Ron Stork has not finished the corner of the library that he was contracted to repair.

3. Mr. Schulein has not come to re-caulk and repair the windows yet.

4. The question of guttering and security has not been addressed yet.

New Business

A motion was made by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Fran Vallo that the December board meeting be changed to Tuesday, December 4, 2012. At 7:00 P.M., we will host a Thank You/Retirement party to honor Lois Cunningham’s 20 years of service to the library and city of Sparta. The regular board meeting will follow the festivities. Fran Vallo will be in charge of arrangements. The library will buy the cake and plaque to commemorate Lois’s service.
Peggy Petkas moved and Richard Cavalier seconded that the meeting adjourn. The Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 9:10 P.M.
