I.  Action Items:
a. Holiday Closures: 

The last few years the library was closed on the Friday and Saturday after Thanksgiving. After looking back on past records, the library was not closed the day after Veterans Day or the day after Christmas.

b. Sewing Club Field Trip:
Lynette Jalivay has asked permission to take the Sewing Club girls and chaperones on a field trip shopping and dining out.  She would have permission forms like she had last year for parents to sign. Last year the board approved $125.00 for the field trip.
For your consideration: The board needs a motion, discussion and vote on the Sewing Club field trip.
II. Updates

a. The library was awarded the Project Next Generation grant for FY2018

The grant is in the amount of $12,500.

b. E-rate filing sessions
IHLS is offering e-rate filing sessions in November and December. The sessions will most likely be in Mascoutah or Carbondale. The same consultant we’ve used the past two years, Steve Futrell, will walk each library through the process of filing the required forms. Form 470 is filed first which opens the bidding process. Form 471 is filed 28 or more days after 470. Before filing form 471, the board will have voted on what vendor they want to use for internet access. The cost for the filing sessions is $50.00 per session. 
c. Per Capita Requirements – Due on or before 1/15/18
I had these requirements on the September librarian’s report. I’m including them again as time has gotten away from me and I thought possibly from you also. They do need to be completed well before January 15th.  One revision in the requirements is that, under “Continuing Education -  Staff and trustees”, only one board member is required to do this.
