LIBRARIAN’S REPORT

May Meeting

May 6, 2013

I. Action Items:

a. Closing on Saturdays during the summer:   
For your consideration:  The board needs to present a motion, discussion, and vote on to close on Saturdays from May 25th until August 31st.  We would resume Saturday hours on Sat. Sept. 7th.

Also for your consideration:  We need a motion, discussion, and vote on number of hours worked by staff weekly during the summer.  Here is what each person is allowed to work each week:  Colbert (35), Cunningham (13), Simpson(12), Hobeck (3), and Cohoon (3).
b. Changing Meeting date in June:  I have been asked to serve and speak at the Small Public Library Institute (June 2nd thru June 7th), so I will not be able here on Monday, June 3rd.  Do you want to change the meeting date OR keep it the same?
For your consideration:  The board needs a motion, discussion and vote on whether or not to change the meeting date for June.
II.  Possible Action Items:
a. Fiber Optic:   After Chris Martin speaks at the beginning of our meeting, we will have 2 proposals (1 from Clearwave and 1 from Frontier) about addressing the library’s fiber optic needs.  For your consideration:  The board needs to make a motion, have a discussion, and a possible vote on next-steps on how to proceed with the fiber optic.
b.  Carpet Tiles:  I will be distributing copies of the reports concerning our carpet audit and limited warranty sent to us from Wilson’s Home Furnishings.  For your consideration:  The board needs to make a motion, have a discussion and a possible vote on next-step to proceed with the carpet issue.
III. Per Capita Grant Application:

For our 2014 Per Capita grant, the library board is asked to do an environmental scan and a SWOT analysis.  Are there any board members willing to work with me this summer to complete the environmental scan and present the finding at our September board meeting?
IV. Conceal/Carry Law in Illinois:

As of May 1, 2013, no votes have been held by the Illinois House or Senate concerning the carrying of handgun.  HB997 and SB2278 are the two bills we are tracking on this issue.  While the state legislature has not taken any action, I have contacted the city of Sparta and talked with Corey Rheinecker about this issue.  Once the legislation passes, the city then will draft and implement a Conceal/Carry policy.  The board will have the opportunity to adopt and/or amend the city’s policy for the library.
V. Good News:

a. On April 9, 2013, our library along with 426 other libraries in southern Illinois made library history as we formed the largest library computer network in the United States.  Our staff did an outstanding and fabulous job transiting and training on the new computer system which is called SHARE.  One of the keys to our success was the ability to have staff meetings once per week.  Thanks to the board for giving us the added time to meet.  With over 1.6 million patrons and access to almost 10 million items in SHARE, please try to remember your library card when you visit us here at the library.
b. We have been awarded $5,000 from Secretary Jesse White and the Illinois State library for the “Back to Books” grant.  Thanks to the board for allowing staff to come in and work at the information desk while I wrote this grant as well as the Project Next Generation grant.
VI.  Maintenance Checklist:

___Caulking of the front and side windows.  Ralph Schulien’s crew caulked the windows in March and we have NOT experience any leaks.
