LIBRARIAN’S REPORT

May 5, 2014

a. Action Item:

1. Closing on Saturdays from May 24th thru Aug. 30th : Does the board want to be closed on Saturdays during the summer?
For your consideration:  The board needs to present a motion, discussion, and vote on being closed on Saturdays during the summer.

2. Non-Resident Fee: Each public library is required to vote each year about participating in the “Non-Resident Services Program.”  This is the program the State Library began in 2003 to provide better service to non-residents.  If the board approves our library’s participation, a letter is sent to the Illinois State Library. The letter needs to include the following points:
a.  Is the library going to participate in the program from July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015?

b. Will the library continue using the general mathematical formula to compute the non-resident fee?

c. What is the cost of the non-resident card?

d. What was the final vote by the board?

e. What was the date of the vote?
For your consideration:  The board needs to make a motion, have discussion and vote on participating in the state-wide non-resident program for July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015.  The fee will be $__63__ and is based on the general mathematical formula as prescribed by Illinois State Law.

b.   Per Capita Payment &Per Capita Requirements:

We received our 2014 Per Capita Payment on April 24, 2014 in the amount of $5,337.50.
The Illinois State Library has listed the following requirements for the 2015 Per Capita:

Annual Report (IPLAR):
The library must have a current Illinois Public Library Annual Report (IPLAR) on file with the Illinois State Library. The IPLAR deadlines are detailed in the Illinois Compiled Statutes (ILCS):

• For municipal (city, incorporated town, village or township) libraries, the report shall be submitted within 60 days after the expiration of the fiscal year [75 ILCS 5/4-10].

• For public library districts, the report shall be submitted on or before September 1 of each year [75 ILCS 16/30-65].

• Non-compliance/non-submission of the IPLAR jeopardizes a public library’s receipt of grant funding from the Illinois State Library. Grants affected include, but are not limited to, Public Library Per Capita and Equalization Aid; Live and Learn Public Library Construction; and Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA).
Susan and Cristy submitted our library’s IPLAR on April 22, 2014.
Standards Chapter Review:
The library staff and board must review and report on progress in meeting Chapter 7, “Collection Management and Resource Sharing,” of Serving Our Public 3.0: Standards for Illinois Public Libraries, 2014.
Education and Training:
At least one member of the library staff must attend one instructional course from one of the regional library systems or the Illinois State Library.

Technology:
1. At least one member of the library staff and at least one board member must attend an informational webinar or in-person session about The Edge Initiative (http://www.libraryedge.org) Information is forthcoming about webinars, in-person sessions and other tools.
2. The library staff must claim the library’s account at http://www.libraryedge.org.
3. The library staff must print and review The Edge Assessment Workbook from:

http://www.libraryedge.org/sites/default/files/Edge_Assessment_Workbook.pdf.
4. Although not a FY2015 requirement, the library staff and board may complete The Edge Initiative assessment in FY2015.
