Librarian’s Report

September Meeting
September 11, 2017
I.  Action Item:
a. Security, roof, & incident reports: 

Item 1: The library roof leaked which led to ceiling tiles being damaged and one that became so water logged that 2/3 of it fell down. When the roofer came he found a number of rocks and other items on the roof that could have possibly caused the leak. The roofer replaced the patch he had previously put on. City workers replaced several of the damaged ceiling tiles. The next time it rained it leaked again but not as much. 
Item 2: In July, in front of our front doors, there was a large pile of dog food, a large pile of dog vomit and excrement of some kind. One of the city workers came and cleaned it up for us.  One of our regular patrons said he had reported this to the police department. I emailed Chief Sean Lukes about it and the items found on the roof. Chief Lukes said that he’d pass this information along to his officers.

Item 3: The week of August 28th one of the staff noticed a person that had been banned by the police from being on library property was sitting on the bench outside the front doors. The police was called and the person left soon afterwards. It was only by accident that the staff member saw this person as the bench, for the most part, cannot be seen from inside the library.

Item 4: On September 5th staff heard something hit the roof. They went outside and found that some children and their father had been playing ball. The ball had gone on the roof and the father hoisted himself up there to get it. Then, on September 7th, a staff member and I heard a thump on the roof. We went outside and the same children were playing ball and their whiffle ball had gone up on the roof. I explained to them that they absolutely could not go on the roof that we had cameras and saw where they had gone up there two days before. That if they went up there again the police would be called and they could be charged for any damages. 
For your consideration:  In light of several incidents involving the front of the library and the front entry, does the library need to purchase another camera?
b. E-rate Update  
The library has a funding commitment from the E-rate program for$5561.88. This includes refunds for 80% of internet access from Frontier, 80% internet through ICN, and 20% for voice (phone usage). E-rate has been reducing the percentage for voice by 20% each year. Unless something changes, the library will not be reimbursed for any voice charges in the next funding year.
Lazerware has already been in touch with Clear Wave about prices for internet usage beginning July 1, 2018 as that is when our present contract with Frontier expires. Tony Hayden from Lazerware has left messages with Frontier but have not gotten a response.
