The minutes of the May 7, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Anne Bourner to accept the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Correspondence – Mary Ann Clendenin read two thank you notes:  one from Carol Pirtle for flowers sent to her and one from Mary Ann for flowers sent to her.

Treasurer’s Report  - Anne Bourner
After review of the May reports, it was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Don Adams to accept all May Treasurer’s Reports.  Motion carried unanimously.  

It was moved by Steve Gerlach and seconded by Peggy Petkas  to pay the June bills and any outstanding June bills that may come in before the next library board meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Steve Gerlach to purchase a computer for the workroom from Laserware for $1,404.13.  Motion carried unanimously.

Regarding the phone system – The library experienced a power outage that lasted more than one hour.  It cost $160 fee for reprogramming by CTS.  Cristy is to check into clarifying the $145 UPS charge.
Librarian’s Report –

1. The sign-up sheet for the Open Meeting Act Training was passed around the table.

2. Regarding health insurance:  Domenica McDonald read the April 2, 2012 motion stating:  

“It was moved by Fran Vallo and seconded by Peggy Petkas that, due to the projected budget deficit for 2012 – 2013, the full time library employees will be responsible for the first $1,500 for their medical insurance deductible, starting January 1, 2012, relating to only bills that are incurred in 2012.”

The actual insurance policy states that each person in the family must reach the $1,500 deductable.  Do we need a motion to make each person covered by insurance responsible for deductable?  Discussion of insurance costs followed.  
Health Insurance -  $2,923.97/ month for premiums

Eye insurance -  $92/ month (approx) for premiums

Dental Insurance -  $181/month for premiums

Total Insurance premiums = $3,196.97/ month

Premiums/ year = $38,363.64

It was moved by Peggy Petkas and seconded by Richard Cavalier to amend the April 2, 2012 motion to read:  The employee and their dependants are responsible for their deductibles.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Therefore, the full action of the board is as follows:  
Due to the projected budget deficit for 2012 – 2013, the full time library employees and their dependants are responsible for the first $1,500 of their medical insurance deductibles, starting January 1, 2012, relating to only bills that are incurred in 2012.”

A discussion/explanation of the co-payment of $2,000 per individual after $1,500 deductable is met.  It was the opinion of the board that we let the $2,000 per individual after the $1,500 deductable is met ride as it stands for this insurance year.

3. Regarding filling the empty board member position, it was moved by Steve Gerlach and seconded by Richard Cavalier that we submit 2 names to the City Council for their approval.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Steve Gerlach to authorize the Treasurer to pay any outstanding bills in July and August.  Motion carried unanimously.

5. It was moved by Peggy Petkas and seconded by Steve Gerlach to keep the current slate of officers through March 2013.  Motion carried unanimously.

At 8:32 p.m., it was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier to move into a closed meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier that all closed meeting minutes remain closed.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Grants report – The Director and the Assistant Director are working on the following grant applications:

a. Lois Lenski Covey Foundation Grant

b. Dollar General Grant

c. Union Pacific Grant Program

9.  The process has begun to add downloadable materials to our collection/services.  At this point, Overdrive, the vendor for supplying titles and maintaining the downloadable collection, says that we should be going “live” by the end of August.

10. Our current library automation system, SILNET, will be migrating along with 3 other “legacy” libraries to a new system called “SHARE” during the first quarter of 2013.  Polaris will be the company that will provide the software and support for this new system.  When the 4 “legacy” library automation systems merge, it will be the largest automated library consortium in the United States.  As it looks right now, we will be in the middle to migrating to the new system right at the time of Glitter.

11. Upcoming Events were highlighted.

It was moved by Steve Gerlach and seconded by Don Adams to approve the Librarian’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business

1.  Regarding the grounds maintenance – Peggy Petkas has met with Corey Rheinecker.  The city is working on the pool right now and will work on the front planting after the pool is opened.  The board was in agreement that they prefer mulch over rock for ground cover.  
Peggy Petkas is also going to ask about guttering along the roof line.

2.  Anne Bourner asked about the possibility of a security camera outside the library.  Corey is not sure if it will work with our system.  He is going to check into it.  He did say that TIF – Public Safety Funds can be used for this.

New Business

1. It was moved by Peggy Petkas and seconded by Richard Cavalier that the committees for the 2012-2013 year will remain the same, with Anne Bourner replacing Helen Menke in the Finance Committee. 

It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Peggy Petkas to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The next stated meeting of the board is scheduled for September 10, 2012.
