April 2, 2012
The regularly scheduled meeting of the Sparta Public Library Board of Trustees was called to order by President Domenica McDonald on April 2, 2012 in the main study area.

The minutes of the March 5, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Regarding the budget item under C, the minutes should read $1,500.  The motion was made, seconded, and passed before “The board….”  It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier to approve the March minutes, with corrections.  .  Motion carried unanimously.

Correspondence – Mary Ann Clendenin read a thank you note to the Board for flowers sent to her.

Treasurer’s Report:  

After review of the March reports, it was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Fran Vallo to accept all March Treasurer’s Reports.  Motion carried unanimously.  

It was moved by Steve Gerlach and seconded by Richard Cavalier to pay all bills and any outstanding bills that may come in before the next library board meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Librarian’s Report – Cristy Stupegia
A.  Cristy reminded the board that they all need to meet the Open Meetings Act training requirement.  The Board scheduled June 4, 2012 @ 6:00 p.m. to meet and go over the requirements together.

B. Insurance

1. We must date our insurance reimbursement to start either January 1, 2012 or January 1, 2013.  In some instances, doctor bills were rolled over until the next year.  
Individual costs for deductions are $1,500 + $1,000 = $2,500 (Lois)

Family costs for deductions are $1,500 + $3,000 = $4,500 (Cristy & Susan)

The city has another insurance (co-insurance) with a deductable of additional payments, so, Lois would have $2,500 deductable and family (Cristy & Susan) would have $4,500 deductable.  Therefore, the library still will have to pay up to $7,000 over and above the $1,500 deductable.


It was moved by Fran Vallo and seconded by Peggy Petkas that due to the projected budget deficit for 2012 – 2013, the full time library employees will be responsible for the first $1,500 for their medical insurance deductible, starting January 1, 2012, relating to only bills that are incurred in2012.  Motion carried unanimously.

C. Liability Insurance

Fran Vallo reported that the 5-year penalty is up for the last liability claim.  The building (physical plant) is in the city’s name.  Also, workmen’s Comp and Public Access insurance must be considered.  The earliest opportunity to review insurance is July 1, 2012.
D. The Board asked Cristy to contact Cory Rheinecker to come to the May meeting to discuss insurance (medical, dental, and vision).  

A discussion of the breakdown of expenses with questions regarding expenses shown that do not go through the city’s treasury followed.  Steve Gerlach suggested that the board should ask whether or not eye care and dental care must be the employer’s responsibility or could it be employee’s responsibility.  Steve Gerlach suggested that the board ask Gary Stephens, Corey Rheinecker and Brenda Sullivan to attend the May meeting.
It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Steve Gerlach to go into a closed meeting at 8:20 p.m..

The meeting reconvened at 8:30 p.m.

E. Personnel

1.  It was moved by Don Adams and seconded by Richard Cavalier to accept June’s resignation from working with the PNG.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Don Adams to allow June to continue working part time (3 hours per week).  Motion carried unanimously.

3. It was moved by Steve Gerlach and seconded by Richard Cavalier for Cristy to make the necessary changes in the PNG paperwork to allow for one employee and to use the excess money for equipment purchases.

F.  Saturday closings

It was moved by Richard Cavalier and seconded by Anne Bourner to follow the same schedule as last year – beginning Saturday, May 26, 2012 and ending on Saturday, September 8, 2012.  Motion carried unanimously.

G. Cristy will be presenting Downloadable E-books to the Friends of the Library as part of our wish list.  
H. Election of Officers and Nominations for vacant board position:

1. Several names for board members were suggested, but no action was taken.

2. Election of Officers was tabled.

I. Donations – Cristy reported that Janice Bleem had made a $100 donation to the Friends, but had sent it to the library.  Cristy forwarded it on to the Friends.
J. Coming Events Notes:

1. World Book Night Giveaway – Cristy reported that she hopes to have 20 books titled Kite Runner and 20 books titled My Sister’s Keeper to giveaway on April 23, 2012.

2. Library Day @ Hardees fliers will be available to hand out soon.

It was moved by Anne Bourner and seconded by Richard Cavalier to accept the Librarian’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business – None

New Business – 

A.  Domenica reported that a person pointed out to her how bad our front lawn area looks.  Discussion followed as to how to deal with this problem.

B. Also discussed were the leaves that accumulate outside the front door.  The Board purchased a leaf blower for the purpose of keeping the area clean.  Cristy reported that the employees don’t want to do be responsible for blowing the leaves/trash out of the entranceway area..  The Board told Cristy to tell the employees that they are expected to do this.  “Failure to follow the board guidelines may result in disciplinary actions.”
