For December 8, 2014 Meeting

1. Closure for Martin Luther King Day
For your consideration:  The board needs a motion, discussion, and vote to approve the library being closed for Martin Luther King Day on January 19, 2015.
2. Partnering with the Senior Citizens
At the Senior Center Resource Fair on 11.7.14, I spoke with Kevin Wilson and later with Carol Ashley, to continue with plans to “book share” with the Senior Center. First step: Carol is organizing a library card membership drive for seniors who qualify for free library cards. Second step: The Senior Center would, as an organization, acquire a library card, which would allow the people that do not qualify for a free card to check out items on that card. Third step: The library would check out materials on the Senior Center card, interlibrary loan items, and take or send them to the center. The Center would be responsible for the items. The library has a spare book cart that could be loaned for keeping the materials loaned in order. 

 For your consideration:  The board needs a motion, discussion, and vote to approve the library to continue with this plan for checking out materials to the Senior Center as well as the loan of a book cart. Will the person signing for the organization’s library card be responsible for the loaned items or would the organization as an entity be responsible?
