3. IHLS Non-Resident Fee Survey – Motion, discussion & vote
Public libraries are required to vote each year about participating in the “Non-Resident Services Program.”  The State Library began this program in 2003 to provide better service to non-residents.  If the board approves our library’s participation, an on-line form is filled out and submitted to the Illinois Heartland Library System. The form includes the following points:

a. Is the library going to participate in the program from July 1, 2021 to June 30, 2022?

b. Will the library continue using the general mathematical formula to compute the non-resident fee?

c. What is the cost for the non-resident card?

d. What was the date of the vote?
For your consideration: The board needs a motion, discussion, and vote to participate in the Non-Resident Fee Program and answer the required questions.

4. Paying Bills in July and August   

For your consideration:  Since the board does not meet in July or August, we need a motion, discussion and vote to pay the bills for these two months.
5. PNG Grant Funds and Programs

All PNG funds are almost used. The programs are still getting a lot of attention with good attendance. So far there have been 33 programs given with 157 kids attending. It took quite a few months to catch the interest of the kids and parents and to get attendance built up. Because it is now going strong, the mentors would like to continue offering the programs with expenses coming out of Library General.

6. Bouncing Back Grant and Programs

These funds, also, are almost depleted, but are still having more interest every week. So far there have been 45programs given with 72 adults attending. Lynette would like to continue these programs.

7. Illinois Humanities Grant Opportunity 
The Illinois Humanities Organization is again offering grants of approximately $5,000 that can be used for general operating (unrestricted) funds. You’ll remember that we received a similar grant in September 2021. With that grant, the library joined Hoopla. There is still $3300 left from that grant. It will need to be used and a final report made to Illinois Humanities before the library will be eligible to apply for this new grant offering of $5,000. The deadline for submission is July 8, 2022. I would like to apply for this grant. I would like to propose that the $3300 left in the previous Illinois Humanities grant be used for the “Trends and Needs” suggestion that several board members recommended two months ago of forming a “coffee corner” with programs aimed at senior citizens. I am open to other suggestions too.
For your consideration: We need a motion, discussion and vote to use the remaining Illinois Humanities grant funds to provide for older adult programming or for other needs.
8. The Illinois Public Library Annual Report (IPLAR) 
The report was submitted to the Illinois State Library on May 23, 2022.
